Kwartetten.  A game for about   3 – 6 players…

Print the cards on paper of at least 200 grams.  One can fot copy it, but then the colors are lost, which is rather essential in this case.  I have other Dutch games in black-white. 
Game rules.

1. Shuffle the cards and divide them among the participants.   They keep them invisible for the others.

Aim:  one should collect  as much as possible  the four cards of one group.  Make collections of four. 

2.  One person starts to ask from somebody else a card from a series he has already at least one card of.  For instance: Can you give me  from  clothing-1  the card ‘collar?    If the asked person has the card he has to give it. If he has that card not, it is his turn to ask a card. And so on …


It all has a lot to do with memorizing  because you should remember which card is where?  

3. As soon as one participant has 4 cards of one section collected ( he has for instance all the cards of  buildings )  he calls “kwartet”!  and put this four cards upside down  in front of him on the table. 

In the end when all the kwartets are collected, one is going to ask each others kwartets, so it is possible  that even if one has the least kwartets,  to win the game.  Just remember who has  collected which kwartet earlier in the game?
